      Flyball is a worldwide team based 
sport .  From a team of up to six dogs 
and handlers, four dogs are selected 
to run in a heat. Flyball is a relay race, 
with two teams of four dogs racing  

against each other in the two lanes that make up 
the Flyball Ring. Each lane has a timing gate, four 
jumps and a Flyball Box.  
A heat is won by the team of four dogs who, via 
the timing gate, are the quickest to race over 
four jumps in both directions, triggering the 
flyball box and retrieving a tennis ball. 
Different tournament formats exist in BFA 
sanctioned competitions; round-robin, single and 
double elimination. The format used is chosen 
by the host teams. 

The British Flyball Association is a non 
profit making organisation founded in 1994 and 
is the governing body of Flyball in the UK. 
Membership of the BFA allows you to race in 
tournaments as a member of a BFA registered 
team.   
Members of the BFA receive editions of the 
Flyball Record; the ���&���[�• own publication.  The 
BFA has a website, www.flyball.org.uk, which has 
a discussion forum; a diary of events, a map 
detailing current BFA registered teams as well as 
detailed records of teams and dogs, past and 
present.  
The full BFA rules of racing are also available on 
the website. The BFA seeks to progress the sport 
of Flyball for individual members and their dogs, 
for teams and for the sport as a whole.  

What is Flyball?  BFA Membership  

The BFA approve the lights 
and timing gate systems 
used in British Flyball 
ensuring that they meet 
the required specifications. 
Flyball boxes and  balls  used in competition are 

provided by the racing 
teams. All equipment 
has to meet specified 
criteria as set in the BFA 
rules for the sport.  

Flyball Equipment  

Flyball jumps are set in 
relation to the height of 
the smallest dog in the 
racing team, ranging from 
7inches high to 14 inches 
high.
